Digging Deeper

1. We heard this weekend about God’s incredible patience. The flip side of his patience is that we’re often left waiting for him to work.  His timing can take longer than we think it should, which means we’re left waiting on him. What purposes do the following passages suggest for why God has us wait?

2 Peter 3:8-9

Romans 5:3-5

Psalm 13 is the prayer of a person who is familiar with waiting. What can you learn from this Psalm about what acceptable prayers in a time of waiting looks like?

2. In the parable we read this weekend we, saw how the renters lost sight of who the real owner of the vineyard was. It’s easy for us to do the same with the things we have. What principles do you see in 1 Chronicles 29:10-17 that could help you remember who the real owner of everything you have is? 

How does 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 expand the idea of ownership and what God ultimately wants us to do with what he has given us? 

3. Larry talked about God not being there to serve us or fulfill our agenda.  In 1 Samuel 4:1-11 we find the Israelites expecting him to do just that. This story deals with the Ark of the Covenant, which to them was a symbol of God’s presence and power. Over time, they began to believe that the physical presence of the Ark would cause God to bail them out of any situation they had gotten themselves into. What’s surprising about what happened in this story?

Can you think of any modern day examples of how we expect things from God or expect him to work in certain ways that in reality he has not promised us?
