Digging Deeper

1. We heard this weekend that God always has a plan even when we can’t clearly see what it is. Occasionally, God “pulls back the curtain” to allow us to see what he’s up to behind the scenes. In Exodus 14, we find the Israelites have just been miraculously liberated from Egypt. They are now camped on the shore of the Red Sea and the Egyptian army is closing in on them. What feelings and thoughts do you see them experiencing in Exodus 14:10-12?

Now look at Exodus 14:1-4, what was happening behind the scenes that the Israelites weren’t aware of?

What has been most helpful to you in maintaining your confidence that God has a plan, even when you can’t see what he’s doing?

2. Chris talked about the slippery slope of hidden sin that Judas was on which eventually resulted in him betraying Jesus. The same thing can happen to us when it comes to sin. We don’t set out to sin, but a series of small compromises and/or unwise decisions result in us sinning in ways we never planned on or even imagined possible. What insight or advice do the following verses offer to help us avoid this process?
