MY STORY

1. We heard this weekend that God wants us to learn to wait well, which is a challenge for many of us because there
seem to be less and less things we have to wait for (think fast food and overnight delivery). But there are things that still
require us to wait. How many things can you think of that we still commonly have to wait for in our society?

Which of the things you thought of is hardest for you to wait for?

DIGGING DEEPER

1. Larry mentioned that when we’re stuck in waiting, we need to focus on what God wants us to do more than what we
want Him to do. In Colossians 1:9-14, the Apostle Paul wrote down a prayer for the believers in the church at Colossae in
which he first asked for them to understand God’s will and then to live it out in daily life. How might what Paul prayed
for impact a person’s attitude and actions when they’re stuck in God’s waiting room?

9 For this reason, since the day we heard about you, we have not stopped praying for you. We continually ask God to fill you with
the knowledge of his will through all the wisdom and understanding that the Spirit gives, 1°so that you may live a life worthy of
the Lord and please him in every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the knowledge of God, 1* being strengthened
with all power according to his glorious might so that you may have great endurance and patience, *? and giving joyful thanks to
the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of his holy people in the kingdom of light. 13 For he has rescued us
from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he loves, 14 in whom we have redemption, the
forgiveness of sins.

2. One of the challenges of waiting is learning to be honest with God about what we’re feeling, while at the same time
not showing a lack of faith in God’s care for us and His plan. Psalm 13 is a very honest expression of David’s struggle with
waiting for God to work. What sticks out to you the most about this psalm?

How long will you hide your face from me?

2 How long must | wrestle with my thoughts
and day after day have sorrow in my heart?
How long will my enemy triumph over me?
